to verify that the condition of the ship and 

its equipment comply with the 

requirements of international regulations 

and that the ship is manned and operated 

in compliance with these rules.ò

üThe IMO further states that ñMany of IMO's 

most important technical conventions 

contain provisions for ships to be 

inspected when they visit foreign ports to 

ensure that they meet IMO requirements.ò 

üThese conventions include SOLAS, 

MARPOL, STCW and others.
